Welcoming women into Rotary 
 
Increasing diversity in membership helps Rotary stay vital and better reflects the global business com-
munity. 
 
Women have made great strides in Rotary in recent years. The number of female Rotarians has almost 
doubled from 2001 to 2010. Female club members have risen to the ranks of RI director and Rotary 
Foundation trustee. 
 
Still, women make up only slightly more than 16 percent of all Rotarians. 
 
Bringing more women into Rotary is an effective and simple way for clubs to better reflect the com-
munity. It also helps keep clubs dynamic, says Rotary Coordinator Nancy Gilbert of the Rotary Club 
of Parkdale High Park, Ontario, Canada. 
 
Gilbert and other Rotarians working on increasing membership offers these rips for involving women. 
 
Create a culture of inclusion. “Make women feel welcome,” Gilbert says. Ask female club members to 
talk with prospective female members. Let women know that their help in community projects is ap-
preciated. 
 
Invite women to your club. In one year, the female membership  of the Rotary Club of Greenville, 
South Carolina, USA, increased from 12 percent to almost 20 percent. The club started by inviting 200 
women to a special breakfast. Club leaders then asked the attendees to come back for a club meeting. 
This follow-up was critical, says club member Judith Prince. 
 
Consider less formal meetings. To emphasize equality among members don’t have a head table at 
meetings, says Chris Eales of the newly chartered Rotary Club of Crawley, Western Australia. Austra-
lia. Stress flexibility, interesting speakers and community projects, he says. In the club’s first 10 
months, membership grew from 12 to 96 with an almost gender balance and an average age of 45.

MICHAEL Graham Parry, known to many in Johor as an avid sportsman, Rotarian, Masonic member and good 
friend, turned 80 this month.  
With a long and illustrious career as a teacher, principal, lecturer, examiner, consultant and golf club 
manager, many of his students and colleagues in Muar, Kulai and Johor Baru are now his friends 
while many have worked alongside him in community service.  
Some of his notable students are former Health Minister Datuk Chua Jui Meng and the late Informa-
tion Minister, Tan Sri Mohamed Rahmat.  
The eldest of four children, Parry was born in Kuala Lumpur in 1931 to Charles William Parry and 
Helen Scully.  
 
While Parry was in Victoria Institution, Kuala Lumpur, he won many sports accolades, including tro-
phies in rugby and athletics.  
He was an active boy scout who was honoured as one of the nation’s first seven King’s Scouts, the 
highest rank in the Malaysian Scouting Association. It was an unforgettable day in 1948 when he re-
ceived his certificate from Sir Henry Gurney, the then British high commissioner of Malaya.  
He went to University of Malaya in Singapore on a full bursary and studied economics and English, as 
he continued to pursue his love for sports.  
 
After he won the gold medal for athletics in the 1953 Malayan Championship, he was selected to rep-
resent Malaya in the All-Ceylon championship.  
In 1954, he led his varsity team to the Second Asian Games in Manila as team manager and the Inter-
Varsity Games in Hong Kong.  
After graduation in 1956, Parry’s first teaching posting was originally to Alor Setar but because of his 
background in rugby, he was instead posted to English College or Maktab Sultan Abu Bakar in Johor 
Baru where he also taught English and economics.  
 
Before 1965, there were no secondary schools in Kulaijaya until Parry was appointed headmaster of 
Sekolah Sultan Ibrahim (SSI).  
He brought together schools from neighbouring areas and merged them into one comprehensive 
school system that taught vocational subjects such as agricultural science, industrial arts, home science 
and commerce.  
“I went to KL and hijacked a lorry load of furniture for the school,” said Parry with a chuckle, recall-
ing how the school started without any desks and chairs.  
He was resolute about getting the furniture because students had to bring pieces of paper or plastic to 
sit on the floor. Parry and his team built the school from scratch and developed it into a premier school 
that parents vied to admit their children in.  
In 1973, Parry became the second Malayan headmaster of Muar High School, then the largest English 
secondary school in Johor, by enrolment.  
Parry, a stickler for good grooming, discouraged boys from keeping long hair because it was usually 
associated with bad hats and drug addicts.  
 
He would challenge long-haired students by asking: “Does keeping long hair make you cleverer, more 
handsome or richer?”  
The answer was usually “No” and the boys ended up with no alternative but to cut their hair.For his 
service to the country in education, Parry was awarded the Pingat Kemahkotaan (PK), Pingat Ibrahim 
Sultan (PIS) and the Ahili Mangku Negara (AMN).  
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Parry received the gold medal for teachers in May 1987 in the Johor Teachers’ Day celebration.  
In 1990, he was the recipient of the prestigious Tokoh Guru award.  
After his retirement in 1986, Parry kept himself busy with Rotary community projects and as adviser to the Royal Mel-
bourne Institute of Technology.  
He would also play tennis at the Johor Civil Service Club, now known as Johor Cultural and Sports Club, and golf at the 
Royal Johor Country Club, now known as Johor Golf and Country Club (JGCC).  
Parry continues to be a regular at JGCC today but mostly to meet friends and relax over his favourite iced-Milo drink. One 
of the highlights of his life was becoming a grandfather to Jordon Livingstone in 1989.

January is Rotary Awareness Month 
 
Awareness is an important part of The Rotary Foundation’s work. It is important that members are 
aware of The Rotary Foundation Goals 2010-11: polio eradication; the Future Vision Plan; Every Ro-
tarian, Every Year; and the Permanent Fund. 
 
We must also be aware of the Rotary Centers Major Gifts Initiative in support of our Rotary Centers 
for International Studies in peace and conflict resolution and our USD 200 Million Challenge. 
 
It is important to know that we are 1.2 million Rotarians in approximately 200 countries or geographi-
cal regions. Also that we are divided in geographical zones, each of which has one or more regional 
Rotary Foundation coordinators, assistant regional Rotary Foundation coordinators, and Rotary Foun-
dation alumni coordinators. Furthermore, that The Rotary Foundation finances are totally separate 
from those of Rotary International and that The Rotary Foundation has its own board of 15 Trustees, 
headed by a trustee chair. And there are seven regional offices in Argentina, Australia, Brazil, India, 
Japan, Korea, and Switzerland. Together with the headquarters in the United States, they are available 
to serve not only Rotary International but also The Rotary Foundation. 
 
Another part of The Rotary Foundation awareness is the sharing of information outside our organiza-
tion. We are a group of leaders with a superb network. It is time for us to let the world know about all 
good things that we have accomplished over so many years. Rotarians have the opportunity to create – 
and must create – awareness regarding world problems and how they can be solved by Building Com-
munities – Bridging Continents through Service Above Self.
