History of District 3310" 
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Last Weekõs Talk : PP Dr. S. Shanmugam on "Early History of District 3310" 

Tuesdayôs change of venue for the weekly Rotary meet was in quite a 

refreshing one in that many Rotarians managed to mingle together in 

an impromptu fellowship cum dinner at the Ming Court restaurant at 

the M-Suites hotel right after attending an extended invitation by the 

Johor Bahru Speakersô Club and SUHAKAM for a talk on Human 

Rights in Malaysia of which, a good turn out of Rotarians turned up, 

around twenty odd members in all. 

Although fresh off an invited talk, members sat in on another talk, one 

about the history of District 3310 by none other than the suave and 

cool Dr. S. Shanmugam. 

 

With all due respect to our speakerôs request to refrain from 

ñdispensingò too much on this topic as he is currently working on his musings about District 3310 and to ad-

here to the copyright of his work, this write up will be a little shorter than usual. District 3310 as one might 

already know is that it is made up of three countries namely Singapore, Brunei and Malaysia (both east and 

west). 

Rotary as some would know, started life with humble beginnings between 1928 and 1930 with a handful of 

clubs taking shape in the similar fashion of Rotary. 

 

Perhaps Rotarians of District 3310 has to pay homage to one H. Benjamin Talalla along with his four other 

friends,  who could proba-

bly be considered the 

forefathers of the Rotary 

Club in this region today. 

Another notable name in 

the history of our district 

would be that of a Jim 

Davidson who joined Ro-

tary in 1914 and played a 

monumental role in the 

development of Rotary 

Clubs in the region.  

 

Interestingly though, 

there were 8 clubs formed 

in the Malay Peninsula, 

Singapore and Siam but 

all these clubs were not ñdistrictedò up until 1931 where this 

group were only given a ñProvisional District Bò 

 

The only wish here is that more could be written about this 

very interesting part of Rotary history. Perhaps we can look at 

this as a teaser in anticipation of Dr. Shanôs musings to materi-

alize very soon, musings to jolt our nogginô and infuse more 

knowledge as to the history of not just the club that we belong 

to but of the extremely rich history of District 3310 and how it 

all began. 

 

Now, all thatôs left is to ask if Dr. Shan will trade his surgical 

scalpel for a pen? Will there be an Oscar winning script in the 

near future under his name or an alias? A novel? Maybe a 

movieéé ñThe DG Wizard and The Rotarians of The Golden 

Ringò   ?? 

So Dr. Shan, we hope you donôt keep us waiting too long.
