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Last Weekõs Talk :  PP John Ng on "Is the Property Market that hot; Why & What to invest?".

PP John Ng relayed on how property prices have risen over the years in Singa-

pore and as well as the various governing property laws that almost all Singa-

poreans have to deal with when considering owning a home of their own. With 

the ever increasing price per square foot, most people start planning home own-

ership as fiancé and fiancée even before marriage and they also take into consid-

eration the proximity of their home to be to their parents‟ home and also every-

day amenities like public transport, shopping malls and also food courts for con-

venience. 

Recently of late, Singapore has seen an influx of middle eastern visitors from the U.A.E, Saudi Arabia and the 

likes who spend up to four months of the year away from their homes to get away from the even hotter 

weather that is synonymous with that part of the world.

New tools, new tactics, and increased support from political leaders have put Rotary and 

its partners in the Global Polio Eradication Initiative  in the best position ever to finish 

the job of ridding the world of polio. 

Dr. Bruce Aylward, director of the initiative at the World Health Organization, said 2009 

was a watershed year in the fight against polio. For the first time, eradication workers 

discovered a chink in the armor of the disease ñthat has been tormenting mankind for 

thousands of years,ò he said. 

ñOur tactics are better, the tools are better, and our support is stronger than ever,ò Ayl-

ward told regional Rotary Foundation coordinators  (RRFCs) 18 March during a training 

event in Chicago. ñYou will be the Rotarians at the front in pushing forward this new 

strategy. I need you to make sure every Rotary club knows about this, because we will 

not get the job done without Rotary leading the charge.ò 

The new strategic plan for the Global Polio Eradication Initiative involves mobilizing 

massive resources to reach more children in the areas where the virus remains endemic. 

For instance, a survey in the two endemic states of India, Bihar and Uttar Pradesh, identi-

fied thousands of homes and children who had not been reached by health workers. The 

two states have been a challenge because of high population densities in areas of extreme 

poverty, where poor sanitation can contribute to the spread of the virus. 
 

Support from leaders 
Another key element of the new strategy focuses on eliciting the support of political and 

traditional leaders, a move that is seen as critical to eradicating the disease in the remain-

ing four endemic countries: Afghanistan, India, Nigeria, and Pakistan. Aylward said Ro-

tary has led the charge to gain the leadersô backing. International PolioPlus Committee 

Chair Robert S. Scott visited the president of Pakistan in October to present him with a 

Polio Eradication Champion Award, recognizing his contributions toward a polio-free world. Bill Gates visited India in Novem-

ber and met with Rotary leaders there to line up the support of the state governors. 

Rotarians have had a hand in securing letters from Taliban and NATO forces encouraging full cooperation with immunization 

efforts in Afghanistan. United Nations Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon told attendees at the 2009 RI Convention in Birming-

ham, England, that he'd work for Days of Tranquility in conflict areas to remove impediments to immunizations. 

To address the immediate financial needs of mass vaccination campaigns, The Rotary Foundation expedited US$30 million in 

funding for a synchronized immunization drive 6-8 March, supported by leaders in 19 countries across Central and West Africa. 

Nine of the countries have had cases of polio within the last six months; the disease spread from Nigeria, where the virus has dug 

in its heels. A second drive is planned for 24 April, and the countries with active outbreaks of polio will receive a third sweep. 

The new tool Aylward praised is the bivalent oral polio vaccine, first used in Afghanistan in December and since employed dur-

ing immunization days in Nigeria and Pakistan. The bivalent vaccine has an advantage over monovalent vaccines because it is 

effective against both remaining types of wild poliovirus, types 1 and 3 -- type 2 has already been eradicated -- and was proved 

in clinical trials last year to be almost as effective as the monovalent vaccine. 

The combination of new tactics and tools has been amazingly effective, Aylward said. In 2009, Nigeria had 388 cases of polio in 

24 states. So far this year, there has been only one case in one state. In India, type 1 has been reduced to just one genetic lineage. 
 

US$200 Million Challenge 
John F. Germ, vice chair of The Rotary Foundation Trustees and chair of the Rotary's US$200 Million Challenge Committee, 

told the RRFCs that Rotarians have raised $115.6 million toward the challenge, and stressed that the fundraising effort is as im-

portant as ever. ñThe polio eradication campaign is the largest public health campaign the world has ever seen. We can do it, we 

must do it, because we have promised the children of the world that we would do it.ò 

Germ said Foundation alumni and 11 Rotary fellowships have responded to the invitation to participate in the challenge, with 

alumni contributing $260,000. Interact clubs have raised $70,000, and Rotaract clubs $41,000. 

Penny LeGate, an independent producer and freelance journalist who spoke at the 2010 International Assembly in January, 

shared personal stories from her participation in immunization drives in Ethiopia and India. 

ñI just canôt explain the feeling I have when I hold that baby in my arms and I know that child will not get polio,ò LeGate said. 

She also shared the heartbreak of finding a girl, Minakshi, in India who had contracted polio. Volunteers had to explain to the 

girlôs mother that they did not have any medicine that could cure her. 

LeGate encouraged the RRFCs to consider taking part in an immunization drive, adding that she hoped the drives would not be 

needed much longer as progress toward polio eradication continued. ñYou will see firsthand why eradication is the very heart 

and soul of Rotary.ò

Representatives at the 2010 Council on Legislation approved Tuesday a 

US$1 a year increase in per capita dues that clubs pay to Rotary Interna-

tional, starting in 2011-12. 

 

The increase is only half the amount the RI Board of Directors had initially 

proposed. The original amount of a $2 annual increase was based on finan-

cial forecasts projecting deficits for RI in coming years without a dues in-

crease. But directors reduced their recommendation after a variety of re-

cent financial indicators showed a more positive economic forecast for RI. 

 

Markets have improved considerably since the last fiscal year when the 

original proposal was finalized, and Rotary's General Surplus Fund is well 

above the Council-mandated minimum reserves. 

 

In addition, the Secretariat has been successful in making significant cuts 

in expenses, including expanded offshore operations in Pune, India. Other 

budget cuts have resulted in less spending for consultants, temporary help, volunteer expenses, publications, 

and postage. The RI Board and general secretary are committed to continued process improvements and cost 

reductions. 

 

According to a five-year forecast presented to the Board last week, actual 2010 revenues are $12 million below 

projections made in 2007, the last time the Council set the rate for per capita dues. But expenses are $20 mil-

lion below those earlier projections. 

 

The Council action means that Rotary clubs will pay per capita dues to RI of $51 per year in 2011-12, $52 per 

year in 2012-13, and $53 per year in 2013-14. Per capita dues are currently slated at $50 for 2010-11. 

 

The measure will also result in an increase in per capita dues of $0.50 per RIBI member each year beginning 

in 2011-12. 

The dues increase will allow RI's budget to remain profitable through 2013, but experience a deficit of about 

$3 million by 2015. 

 

In encouraging the Council to adopt the increase, RI Treasurer Michael Colasurdo Sr. noted that dues are the 

primary source of financing Rotary's operations. 

"We face a formidable challenge in this area," Colasurdo said. "We need to invest in Rotary's future to en-

sure that we can strengthen and support our clubs, focus on increased humanitarian services, and enhance 

public image and awareness of Rotary." 

 

Several representatives commended the Board for scaling back its dues increase request. "Our RI dues con-

tinue to be the smallest portion of our dues and meals cost which our members pay," said Mary Beth 

Growney-Selene of District 6250 (parts of Minnesota and Wisconsin, USA). "The Secretariat has been fiscally 

responsible, while at the same time we all have higher expectations of Rotary International." 

 

But representatives removed wording from the measure that would have allowed the Board to increase per 

capita dues up to 2 percent annually beyond 2013-14. A number of representatives, including Past RI Presi-

dent Rajendra Saboo, argued that the provision would strip the Council of its role in establishing dues in-

creases. 

 

The Council on Legislation meets every three years to consider changes to the RI Constitution, RI Bylaws, and 

the Standard Rotary Club Constitution. This year's Council convenes 25-30 April. Representatives from Ro-

tary's 531 districts consider more than 200 pieces of legislation submitted by Rotary clubs, districts, and the 

RI Board of Directors.

Young violent offenders in Toronto have an alternative to jail: meeting the vic-

tims of their crimes. 

The PACT Urban Peace Program, launched by Toronto-area Rotarians Dan 

Cornacchia and David Lockett in 2000, brings the teenagers, their victims, and 

local residents together to talk about the crimes and craft restitution plans. The 

program is modeled on a conflict-resolution technique used in Australian Abo-

riginal communities. 

ñViolence is a learned behavior,ò Cornacchia says. ñBy helping children today, 

we can stop the cycle of violence.ò 

Founding members of the Rotary Club of Parkdale-High Park, Cornacchia and 

Lockett opened the Redwood, a shelter for abused women and children, in 

1993. That work inspired them to tackle the growing problem of urban vio-

lence. PACT (Participation, Acknowledgement, Commitment, and Transforma-

tion) helps more than 500 teens a year. Along with the mediation program, it 

offers vocational training and life coaching for teens who have been charged 

under the Youth Criminal Justice Act as well as for at-risk youth, such as those 

living in homeless shelters. 
 

Learning by doing 

There is also an economic benefit to PACT, run by volunteers and funded by 

more than 15 Rotary clubs. ñFifteen per cent of youth offenders will cost soci-

ety $3 million eachò during their lifetimes, Lockett observes. 

PACT has facilitated over 2,000 meetings between victims and offenders. The 

restitution plans developed at the sessions often include monetary compensa-

tion, letters to the victims, and community service. 

The teens can fulfill community service requirements, whether handed down by 

a judge or recommended at a meeting, through PACTôs eight LifeSkills pro-

grams, in areas such as film production, urban reforestation, and construction. 

Toronto high schools are adopting Grow to Learn, an offshoot of the LifeSkills 

urban agriculture program. The students plant and tend a vegetable garden, then donate their harvest to local food 

banks. 

Many young offenders lose interest in traditional academic instruction, Lockett says, but PACT allows kids to learn 

by doing. Business owners and other local residents help run the LifeSkills programs. Some are former youth offend-

ers, such as Paul Davis, director of the film program. 

Many of the graduates have found jobs and enrolled in college courses related to the LifeSkills program areas, in-

cluding ecology and communications. ñSuccess is about achieving the goals established by each youth,ò says Ter-

ance Brouse, PACTôs communications director. 
 

Clubs can make a difference 

To guide the teens, PACT also offers LifePlan Coaching, which provides one-on-one counseling and mentoring. 

Craig Trowhill coaches Akeem Stephenson, a former youth offender who was living in a homeless shelter when a 

judge referred him to PACT. At a meeting, Trowhill reminds Stephenson why he has been successful in the program: 

ñThe process was the tool, but it was all you. It was all because of the choices you have made.ò 

Stephenson is now supporting himself and pursuing a career in the music industry as a producer and rap artist. 

ñPACTôs coaching program gave me a lot of options to see where I went wrong and what I could have done to 

change certain situations,ò he tells Trowhill. ñI now have a deeper perspective on life and the confidence to reach the 

big goals I set for myself. The skyôs the limit.ò 

ñRotary clubs can make a remarkable difference in their own communities by solving this problem of urban vio-

lence,ò Lockett says. When he speaks at club meetings to encourage support for PACT, he tells Rotarians: ñItôs a 

game of inches, but inches add up. The journey for these teenagers starts with the choice to participate and the ac-

knowledgement that they need to be responsible for their behavior.ò
