
Report by PP Dr. Ho 
 
 Sunday 26th July 2009  
 
This morning, President Dr Angamuthu of the 
Rotary Club of Johor Bahru led a team of about 
thirty Rotarians, Rotaractors, and family of Ro-
tary to do the finishing touches to restore a debili-
tated home of a hard core poor family on the 
fringe of an oil palm plantation in Plentong, Jo-
hor. 
  
The team painted the exterior of the refurbished 
house, dewormed all family members (2 adults 
and 12 children) and handed over some food pro-
vision. The meaningful exercise was followed by 
a lunch fellowship in Bandar Seri Alam. 
  
The identified poor man is a general worker in a 
plantation. The family has no water supply and 
they have to do all the washing, and bathing in a 
nearby stream (see photos). There is no latrine 
facility, they doing their 'business' in nature. Only 
three year ago, they had electricity supply. 
  
This goes to show there are still hard core poor in 
our midst where Rotary can still lend a hand.

By doing so it will 
achieve two objectives, namely better 
fellowship and a sense of direct in-
volvement and satisfaction of participa-
tion in projects. 
 
 14 Rotarians,1 Rotarian from RC Put-
eri Lagoon, 2  Rotaractors,5 family 
members of Rotarians  and 3 friends of 
Rotarians were in Plentong to paint the 
house. 
When we arrived at about 9.30, we 
were greeted by the children washing 
their clothes and brushing their teeth 
and washing utensils at the stream next 
to their house. This sight moved many 
of us and at least one of us was in tears, 
unable to bear such a pitiful situation, 
not far from where we live. 
 The Rotaractors and friends of Rotary 
made friends with the children and 
thought them a game or two. 
We got down to work and with  the 
good planning by VP Ng Swee Poh and 
with 15 of us working at the same time, 
we managed to  paint the house in one 
hour. 
 The family members were then de 
wormed and we also donated some pro-
visions, courtesy of PP Dr Shan. 
 
This project is not about repairing a 
house, it is about what Rotarians feel 
from their heart, the unfortunate ones 
amongst us. It opened the eyes of many 
of us of how blessed we are and that we 
should never forget the people who 
need our help. 
 
We then adjourned to Rtn Freddie's 
bistro for lunch, it was great fellow-

LAST WEEK  PP JAMES HO OR BAPA RO-
TORACT DONATED RM 1000 TO OUR CLUB. 
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Rotarian Ng Swee Poh, a true-blue 
Johorean was born the 3rd of 12 
children on the 25th august 1957 
into a family of humble back-
ground. He received his primary 
education at Ngee Heng Primary 
School and completed his secon-
dary education at the Sekolah 
Aminuddin Baki where he com-
pleted his GCE Oa levels. Born 
into a family whose main business 
lie in the domestic construction 
industry, he helped with the family 
business regularly throughout his 
childhood, learning the ropes of 
construction. It was only a matter 
of time before he developed a 
deep interest in the field and hence 
decided to further pursue a related 
field of study by doing a technical 
course in metalwork engineering., 
He started his own company, Em-
pire Constructions Sdn Bhd, and 
remains to this day the company’s 
managing director. 
 
Throughout his career, he has 
never forgotten the humble begin-
nings that he came from and tries 
to contribute back to society as 
best to his abilities. In 1994, when 
introduced to Rotary by dear 
friend Rotarian PP Ooi Kao Yang, 
he found in Rotary his true pas-
sion. Rotary, to him, represented 
an opportunity to influentially and 
effectively contribute to society, a 
group of distinguished individuals 
working towards a common goal, 
to serve society. He found his own 

beliefs reflected in Rotary’s princi-
ples and became an active member 
upon induction. He never looked 
back. Since then, he has played an 
active role in Rotary. Despite serv-
ing as club Treasurer for a period 
of 6 terms, he was also on the di-
alysis committee for more than a 
decade, Interact club advisor, club 
service director, bulletin editor, 
club secretary and currently holds 
the post of vice president and 
chairman of dialysis while being 
on the board of directors for ro-
tary. His drive and fierce dedica-
tion to the club comes from his 
firm belief in the rotary way of 
life, which is to serve the commu-
nity at large. This is evident even 
at home where he believes charity 
starts, and often passes the teach-

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Last week we had an interesting talk by 
our own Rotarian PP Shan who was in 
Chicago recently and decided to pay a 
visit to the One Rotary Center at Evans-
ton. Rtn Dr Shan is well known for his  
immense interest in history and wrote 
the musings in the our earlier bulletin.  
Although he did not make any appoint-
ment he was warmly welcome by one 
of the staff and was given a conducted 
tour of the Rotary Center. He and Ai-
non were allowed to visit  the presi-
dent's office, the Board room, the 
Paul Harris Room featuring memora-
bilia of Rotary's founder, and "Room 
711," a recreation of the room where 
the first meetings of the Rotary Club of 
Chicago were held. These include origi-
nal Objects Of Rotary, Rotary interna-
tional hall of honour, 5 centennial bells, 
bust of Paul Harris, among others.

PP Shan and Ainoon at One Rotary 
Centre  

Shaking hand with Paul Harris ! 
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T he present RI Headquarters building was 
erected in 1970 as Americana Plaza by 
American Hospital Corp. RI HQ moved in 
1987 and renamed it as One Rotary Center. 

The Hall of Honour was dedicated in 1990  
Rotary International was first headquartered in Chi-
cago birthplace of the first Rotary club in 1910, serv-
ing 16 clubs. 
 
Then known as the "Central Office," it relocated over 
the years in various rented offices until 1954. In that 
year, RI moved into a facility built and owned by the 
association in Chicago's neighboring north suburb of Evans-
ton. By 1987, however, Rotary had outgrown these quarters 
and purcased a modern 18-story office building in Evanston, 
solving its long-term space needs. A mortgage on the build-
ing was retired in 1993. RI leases nearly two-thirds of the 
building to commercial 
tenants. Notable attrac-
tions for World Headquar-
ters' visitors include 
the president's office, 
the Board room, the 
Paul Harris Room fea-
turing memorabilia of 
Rotary's founder, and 
"Room 711," a recreation of the room where the first meet-
ings of the Rotary Club of Chicago were held.  
In the front courtyard of the building stands a symbol of Ro-
tary's PolioPlus program a seven-foot bronze sculpture de-
picting a Rotarian giving oral polio vaccine to a young child 
as two older children look on. 
The wall mural. Opposite the elevators is a large, sculpted 
mural that reveals something about the origin of our building. 
The building was erected as American Plaza in the mid 1970s 
by American Hospital Supply Corp. In the left side of the mu-
ral, you can see laboratory and surgical instruments. The 
large circular design on the right side of the mural is not a 
stylized Rotary gearwheel, but a depiction of in vitro fertiliza-
tion. 
(Rotary purchased and moved into the building in 1987, and 
renamed it One Rotary Center.) 
The Hall of Honor. The RI Hall of Honor, dedicated in 
1990, occupies the atrium area of floors 18 and 17. On this 
floor, exhibits include a bust of Paul Harris (in front of the 

window), made by a Japanese Ro-
tarian sculptor when Paul visited 
that country in 1935. During World 
War II, the Japanese government 
confiscated the sculptor's collection 
for recycling into war materials, but 
the sculptor hid two busts: Paul's 
and Charles Lindberg's. The origi-
nal is kept by Rotarians in Paul's 
boyhood home, Wallingford, Ver-
mont.
