Well known local photographer John Lee mesmer-

ized members with  a video presentation of shots  

taken by him. Mr Lee hails from St Joseph’s School, 

Johor Bahru. He then went on to study photography 

and commercial art at  MIA. 

He has entered his works of photography for compe-

titions and won the Beauty and Vintage Car competi-

tion in the year 2009. Mr Lee  won 1st prize in the 

Sony Melaka Challenge 2010.  Mr Lee kept the 

crowd entertained with his out-door and in-door 

shots. At the end of  his talk, Mr Lee allowed mem-

bers to have a hands-on experience with the photog-

raphy equipment that he displayed.  He handled the 

enthusiastic enquiries of  the RCJB members as 

amongst them were many avid photographers!!
