The Club Annual General Meeting (AGM) was 
successfully carried out last week. Both the ac-
counts of the club and the foundation were ac-
cepted and passed by our members. Thanks to Rtn 
Len, some minor discrepancies (with no material 
effect on the accounts) in the auditor’s report. It 
will be sent back to them for the necessary amend-
ments.  
 
The proposed club officers for 2012/2013 were 
duly accepted too. Apart from the items in the no-
tice, the progress of our appeal for the reinstate-
ment of the foundation’s tax exemption status as 
well as our properties in Wisma Abad were also 
discussed. Thanks to the cooperation of all mem-
bers present, the AGM ended at about 6.50pm. An 
item brought up during question time was the out-
standing club dues. I appeal to those members with 
large outstanding club dues to quickly settle their 
dues within the next few days before the next quar-
ter bills come out at the beginning of next month. 
 
Apart from presenting the Shobana foundation with 
USD 3,000.00, we also spent about USD 700.00 
for the purchase of necessities and food supple-
ments for the 20 school children sponsored by us. 
The children looked under-nourished. Someone 
suggested that we should look into something like 
the ‘milk program’ to take care of their health. Dis-
cussions with the management there also touched 
on various possible future collaborations. We vis-

ited RC Phnom Penh Metro and were welcomed by a 

group of young Rotarians, mostly working for NGO’s  
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over there. We will be joining them for a pro-
ject to equip and maintain (for 1 year) a com-
puter room with hard-wares and furniture for 
children there. Our contribution will be USD 
1000.00. PP Yeo Ann Kiat reported that he 
had collected about RM 22,000 worth of do-
nations for our project to help the flood vic-
tims in Thailand and our members unani-
mously agreed that the club donate a sum of 
RM 10,000 from our disaster relief fund for 
this purpose. All in, we hope to reach a target 
of RM 40,000.00 to be given to the victims 
there when PP Ann Kiat and Knita visit them 
around 7th January. Any Rotarians interested 
are welcomed to join them. 
 
PP Dr. Anga distributed the new District As-
sembly registration forms to all members 
present during the AGM and became the first 
group to register for the assembly. I urge all 
members to sign up within the next few 
weeks as an example to members from other 
clubs. You only pay RM 320.00 if registered 
in groups of five. You can pass the completed 
forms to Secretary Soo Tong. A soft copy 
version will be available online by next week. 
 
Next week’s speaker will be Rtn Harban 
Singh of RC Pontian. Rtn Harban will be 
speaking in his capacity as both a member of 
the Malaysian Nature Society as well as a 
Rotarian. He will touch on Tanjung Piai as a 
Ramsar site as well as the disappearing man-
groves and coastline. We will follow up with 
our mangrove planting project there. Through 
our former member, Mr. Yoshiyuki Nakata 
we’ve news that Members of RC Haramachi 
Chuo expressed their thanks for our donation 
during the recent Tsunami there and had ex-
pressed willingness to join us for this project. 
We will update the Organizing Chairman, 
Rtn Datuk Freddie when he’s back.

On the 8th December 2011 ,President Ng Swee Poh,PP 
Tony Ong and myself went to Messrs L.Parthiban, 
Zulkiflee & Associates's office in JB, Solicitors for Messrs 
Tan Chang Yong Holding Sdn.Bhd (Interested Purchasers)  
who are interested to purchase  RCJB Foundation’s 5 Units 
of properties at Wisma Abad. 
  
Our Units are: 1) S2-18 (225 square feet) 
                        2) S2-42 (225 square feet) 
                        3) S2-43 (225 square feet) 
                        4) S2-44 (225 square feet) 
                        5) S2-45 (400 square feet). 
  
They offered to buy the Units at RM 100.00 per square 
foot. They later revised it to RM115.00 per square foot as 
we are an NGO.

sis Machines and funds for our needy patients amount-
ing a total of RM 100,000.00.

The Ro-
tary club of Johor Bahru pioneered the setting up of the 
first non-profit dialysis center in Johor Bahru 20 years 
ago. Our initial success has given others confidence and 
today there are dialysis centers in almost every big 
town in Johor. 
 
We operate 18 machines and provide dialysis treatment 
to about 65 patients in 2 shifts and are among those that 
have been inspected and approved by the Ministry of 
Health. Most of our machines are approaching the end 
of their economic life and your kind donation is most 
timely. 
 
We will be forwarding you the invoice from Fresenius 
Medical Care, the supplier of these 2 units of dialysis 
machines upon receiving them. Each machine costs RM 
44,000.00 and the invoice will be for RM 88,000.00. 
The balance of RM 12,000.00 will be donated to pa-
tients who are facing problems with paying their 
‘subsidized treatment’ bills.
