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Last Weekõs Talk : Rotary Ambassadorial Scholar Ms. Margaret Soo on  

   How Iôve benefitted from Rotary Internationalôs Scholarship 

Last Tuesday, Rotarians had the pleas-

ure of ñreunitingò with an old friend in 

the form of Miss Margaret Soo, who is 

no stranger to the Rotary Club of Jo-

hor Bahru. Margaret Soo who is a Ro-

tary alumni in two districts, namely 

District 3300 and 3310, and is also a 

very rare case in which she has been 

awarded TWO post-graduate scholar-

ships from Rotary International. 

Margaret is also the only known Ro-

tary scholar in our districts for having been given more 

awards and recognition beyond what Rotary Interna-

tional has given at the end of any scholarship tenure. 

She was made a Paul Harris Fellow in 1990 by her host 

club in the U.S.A and a Friend of ICU by her host uni-

versity in Japan on her graduation day in 2004, and she 

continues to receive invitations to attend R.Iôs Interna-

tional conventions wherever it is held. Miss Soo is also 

the only known Rotary graduate alumni member who 

stays in active contact with both districts, 3300 AND 

3310 and she is also a Rotarian now. 

A worthy fact to mention would be that Margaret was 

the FIRST woman accepted to the Rotary Club of 

Petaling Jaya in itôs 48 year history and was invited to 

the board only 6 months after joining the club. She is 

currently the club Secretary and is a consistent contribu-

tor for EREY, ROTAFOM and PolioPlus apart from her 

clubôs other various projects.  

Margaret is currently the Acting CEO of the Malaysian 

Institute of Management (MIM), lives in USJ 9 with 

Misty, her 1 year old Labrador Retriever and is still sin-

gle. A little known fact was also shared with Rotarians 

which is, our very own PP Michael Parry, was also Mar-

garetôs former headmaster during her schooling days 

here in Johor.  

It was a very insightful talk by Margaret that took us on 

a journey through her life as a Rotary Ambassadorial 

Scholar as she recounted her 2 wonderful years spent in 

Japan with fellow scholars in which she doubled up as 

ñchaperoneò and ñparent figureò to them, taking care of 

her friends who got drunk on nights out in Tokyo, all 

this with almost no Japanese language skill. 

We were also enlightened on how the scholarship has 

influenced Margaretôs life, from her career choice to her 

world views as well as being able to meet and make life 

long friends and extended families from all over the 

world. Also, it has made her more appreciative of other 

languages and cultures. It has also helped in creating a 

deeper sense of ñRotary Awarenessò for her which cu-

mulates to her personal philosophy in life that is ñGive 

to Receiveò.  

Basically, the purpose of fellowship is to promote inter-

national goodwill and understanding 

and that a degree is but a means to a 

larger end which is, that of giving 

young people who display leadership 

potential, a chance to expose them-

selves to new cultures and experiences 

and upon their return to share their ex-

periences in order to maximize the im-

pact to effect change.. 

The types of Rotary Scholarships that 

are available are Ambassadorial Schol-

arships ïCultural and Multi Year for graduates and under

-graduates, Grants for University Teachers, Vocational 

Studies, Rotary World Peace Fellowship and Group 

Study Exchange (GSE). As always, there will always be 

expectations from both parties, the giver of the scholar-

ships and the receiver and it is no exception even in the 

Rotary Scholarships. The Rotarianôs expectations are 

usually of candidates who display exemplary leadership 

potential with strong inter-personal communication  

skills. Rotarians also look for responsible, affable and 

grateful youth who deliver when abroad and are able to 

do the same upon their return home. It is also with much 

hope that these scholars form a pool of alumni members 

as future Rotarians, benefactors, contributors and ambas-

sadors of Rotary goodwill. As for the scholars, it would 

mean a great chance to be able to get a good university 

qualification. It would also be an adventure for new ex-

periences as well as an opportunity to network in high 

societies while abroad and upon their return home. Also, 

these scholarships are a once in a lifetime award as it is 

without any bond or obligation from good and caring 

Rotarians. On the ñflip-sideò however, as in any given 

situation, there will be some negative reactions whereby 

some Rotarians will see the scholarship as wasted money 

that can be better spent elsewhere as well as questions of, 

are the scholars abusing their opportunities and also are 

these recipients really suitable or will they be an ungrate-

ful lot?, to which, the scholars would ask if the time spent 

is all worthwhile or could it be used for doing other 

things. Question is, do we give up? Do we really ever 

stop to think, which is more expensive...education or the 

ignorance of it all? Do we even stop to think, what are 

the guarantees if we were to spend millions on OUR own 

childrenôs education, will they still stay on that particular 

path? Perhaps the best way to deal with expectations are 

to simply present the facts, NEVER over promise, look 

for candidates with personality and flexible and can 

laugh at themselves. Also to keep in touch and monitor 

progress along with constant encouragement and positive 

inculcating attitude and with minimal expectation in re-

turn. A vision and mission once set up needs to be nur-

tured and followed through.

Five years after a powerful tsunami devastated communities along the coast of the 

Indian Ocean, Rotary projects continue to contribute to long-term recovery.  

Shortly after the tsunami hit on 26 December 2004, The Rotary Foundation estab-

lished a Solidarity in South Asia fund, coordinating US$5.9 million in donations to-

ward recovery efforts throughout the region. The Foundation also awarded more than 

$480,000 in humanitarian grants in India, Indonesia, Sri Lanka, and Thailand. Many 

individual Rotary club and district foundations also contributed from their own funds.  

RI President John Kenny visited Banda Aceh, Indonesia, in late November to inaugu-

rate one result of those recovery projects: a health center that is part of a larger $1.9 

million youth complex on about an acre of donated land.  

"The work you have done here in Indonesia is a vivid example of how Rotary comes 

together to achieve so much," Kenny said. "In the first hours and days after the tsu-

nami, Rotary volunteers were among the first to respond on-site. In the days, weeks, 

and months to follow, Rotarians the world over rallied to send all manner of assis-

tance.  

"One thing that impresses me, over and over, is how these programs focus not on 

short-term satisfaction, or reward for the giver, or recognition," Kenny said. "The best 

Rotary programs and projects focus on helping build for the future -- and making lives 

better for generations."  

The two-story health center occupies 5,860 square yards of land in the nearby village 

of Khaju, set aside by government officials who were impressed by the mobilization 

of Rotarian volunteers in the days after the tsunami. The facility joins an orphanage 

that opened three years ago, dedicated to child survivors of the disaster. A two-story 

dormitory for university students is under construction. Water purification and treat-

ment systems serve the entire complex.  

Rotary's impact extends from Indonesia to  India, Sri Lanka, and Thailand, where pro-

jects have rebuilt schools, provided classroom supplies, secured boats and fishing 

equipment to restore local economies, and helped construct and furnish hospitals and 

shelters for the homeless.  

Here are a few of the ongoing projects: 

 

¶ Two buses have been converted into mobile classrooms in the Aceh Province of 

Indonesia, bringing primary and secondary education to students across the region. 

Each bus stops at designated locations a few hours a day, giving students free access 

to a librarian, books, and multimedia materials. The project is supported by the Soli-

darity in South Asia fund and the SIKIB, an organization made up of the wives of ministers in the Indonesian gov-

ernment. 
 

¶ In India, the Solidarity in South Asia relief committee approved $30,000 to send a team of fishermen to Vietnam 

for advanced training in fishing, sea farming, fish processing, and marketing. 
District 3220 raised more than $12 million to build 25 schools in Sri Lanka to replace ones that were destroyed by 

the tsunami. As the project nears its end, 22 schools are back in service, providing education for about 12,000 chil-

dren.

The Solidarity in South Asia fund supported a rehabilitation center for tsunami victims in the Khlong Nakha Wildlife 

Sanctuary in Thailand, providing food, lodging, education, and counseling for those who lost loved ones or whose 

homes were damaged or destroyed.
