YBhg. Datuk Haji Mohd. Latip Saruggi who was on hand to help hand out the books
apart from launching the new RCJB website.

Rotary Club of Johor Bahru, along with participating partners in the form of Rotary
Club of Tebrau, Rotary Club of Belait, Rotary Club of Singapore North and Rotary
International Districts 3310 and 3360, this Humanitarian Grant # 71487 grew into
fruition to supply books worth Ringgit Malaysia 45,200 in value. These books were
given to libraries of 14 primary schools from Johor Bahru, Ulu Tiram, Kota Tinggi,
Masai and Gelang Patah . In addition to this literacy project, Rotary Club of Johor
Bahru organized an extended project, the “Help For Needy Children-Start School
With Rotary” which was accomplished on the 9th of November 2009. This was a pro-
ject where about 100 needy students from 9 schools were given school bags, shoes and
uniforms totaling about RM 10,000.

The aim of these two projects were to assist the schools identified by the organizing
committee where it was evaluated that
these schools had poorly equipped librar-
ies and where the majority of the children
were residing in plantation estates and vil-
lages.

For the “Start School With Rotary” pro-
ject, the 100 young students were chosen
from 9 of the 14 schools based on the cri- |

store, at work, or anywhere, you never know when a stranger is going to notice and you have an op-
portunity to explain Rotary to them."

Tony Quinn, governor of District 1200 (England), notes on the LinkedIn thread that Rotarians agree
to wear their pins at all times when they are inducted.

""Remember what Past RI President Bob Barth had to say," Quinn notes. '""He said that a Rotary pin
should say this about the wearer: 'You can rely on me, I am dependable, I am reliable, I give more
than I take, and I am available.' I can't think of a better reason to wear it at all time."

Many shapes and sizes

Triolo says her favorite Rotary pin depicts several women with their arms raised in the air, with the
Rotary emblem on the side, available through the vendor Russell-Hampton. (See a full list of official
RI licensed vendors.) She says she likes to look for new pins at presidents-elect training seminars,
club officer trainings, and district conferences. ""There are even magnetic ones for people who don't
want to stick a pin through their clothing."
Claudiu Presecan, a member of the Rotary Club of Cluj-Napoca Cetatuie, Romania, notes that Ro-
tary was forbidden in his country during the 50 years of communist rule. "It's a pin we can wear
now in Romania too. I guess only when you are forced to stop wearing it you realize its true signifi-
cance."
Daniel Romanchik, a member of the Rotary Club of Ann Arbor, Michigan, USA, says the LinkedIn
discussion has convinced him to wear his pin more often. He is particularly drawn to RI theme pins.
Lisa Hunter, president of the Rotaract Club of Maidenhead, Berkshire, England, says she always
wears her Rotaract pin with pride. '"Like many others, I keep a variety of different pins in my bag so
I always have the right one to suit the occasion,'" she says.

On a hot day about 13 years ago, as the mercury hit 100 degrees
Fahrenheit, Rotarian Roy Gandy delivered an air conditioner to a
polio survivor.

As Gandy was leaving, he saw the man crawl across his lawn to get
to his truck and realized that without a wheelchair ramp, the man
had no other way to leave his house on his own.

"You can't imagine how some of these people are really hurting,"

says Gandy of the recipients, most of whom would be isolated without a ramp. Even if recipients
have a spouse, the spouses are often elderly and are not strong enough to lift them out of the house
on their own.

A wheelchair ramp can cost as much as $1,500 to have a contractor build, and many of the people in
Gandy's rural community can't afford that. In the United States, if someone is not a war veteran,
that person may not be eligible for federal funds for a ramp. And Gandy said state and local funds
are typically unavailable in the Madison area.

At a cost of just $300 to $600 for materials, Gandy and his fellow club members build ramps for
those who don't qualify for federal funds. The recipient pays nothing, although some decide to make
small donations.

At first, Gandy didn't think his club would be building so many ramps, because the community only
has about 25,000 people. But as word spread and the local newspaper printed an article on the effort,
Gandy's club received more and more requests.

By necessity, club members have become more efficient. What once was an all-day project now takes
a crew of 20 members less than two hours. The club owns a trailer loaded with everything needed,
including a generator.

"It's gotten so we've done enough of them that we pull the trailer up and everyone knows what to
do," Gandy says. ""I'm so pleased with the program. It's a wonderful way to serve the community."

But the program has done more than help the community: It has also strengthened the club by at-
tracting younger members who want to be part of the ramp-building effort, Gandy says.
